MINUTES

The Minutes of the Biennial General Meeting of 11 November 1981 were received and
adopted.

PRESIDENT'S REMARKS

The President welcomed members, then particularly thanked the Hon Secretary, Hon
Treasurer, and Editor for their support during the previous two years. The Preside
announced that he had enjoyed his four year term of office, and wished his successo
well.

SECRETARY'S REPORT

Mr D. Challinger presented the following report:

The Society seems to have reached a steady state with respect to both membership
and activities. Currently membership stands at 287 (compared with 295 two years
ago) even though 66 new members joined during the two-year period. The reasons
for the almost equal loss of members cannot be readily identified, however, the
fact that the Society does not engage in regular activities may explain some of
this membership shrinkage.

Tt is of course difficult with a physically widespread membership, and honorary
office bearers who meet infrequently (five times over the last two years) to
arrange regular spectaculars to stimulate members. The Journal remains our most
obvious and indubitably most appreciated activity. But the Barry Lecture is our
other important annual activity. Professor Richard Harding our incoming President,
gave the lecture in 1982, and Royal Commissioner Frank Costigan did the honours
this year, before an audience of over 800 people.

The Society continues to enthusiastically support the Criminology sections of tlz
ANZAAS Congresses. Attendance of members at Perth in 1982 and at Macquarie Unive
in 1983 were somewhat disappointing. Great hopes are held for attendance at the
1984 Congress to be held in Canberra during next May. These modest enterprises
should certainly not be seen as the best to which the Society can aspire.

An Honorary's Secretary's lot is not easy if that person has many other commitmercs,
and if members delay forwarding their subscriptions, changes of address and so on,
But my lot has been considerably eased by the assistance of the staff in the
Criminology Department at the University of Melbourne, and in particular to

Ms Christine McIntyre who has cheerfully and competently provided much appreciated
help.

TREASURER'S REPORT

The Treasurer circulated an unaudited financial report due to the fact that
Butterworths had yet to return an overpayment without which the Society's financial
status was misrepresented. It was agreed that when that refund arrived and could
be incorporated into an audited financial statement that would be circulated to
members with these minutes.
