MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting of 10 November 1976 were passed.

MATTERS ARISING

1. The President reported that he had met with
Dr Schmalzbach and Mr Siebel with respect to amalgamation
of our Journal with the Journal of Forensic Sciences.
While Mr Siebel was keen to amalgamate, Dr Schmalzbach
was not so inclined. The President was thanked for his
efforts but it was decided to take no further action at
this time, although the present President and Editor were
authorized to respond to any further initiative.

2. The Secretary reported that no positive progress
had been made with respect to a new Constitution. Discus-
sion of election procedures was held over until considera-
tion of arrangements for this year's Biennial Meeting.

3. The Secretary reported that no application

had been made to the Criminology Research Council for

funds to produce a ten-year index. Mr Siebel had indicated
a willingness to complete this task.

In view of the imminent publication of the Australian
Criminology Index and the possible amalgamation of the two
Journals mentioned above, it was decided to leave the
production of an accumulative index for the present.

4, With respect to copyright the Secretary reported
that permission to reprint articles for correspondence
students at the Riverina College of Advanced Education had
been sought. Butterworths had passed this request to the
Secretary as they believed copyright rested with the Society.
The Secretary, after consulting with the Editor, gave
permission to the applicant asking him to notify the authors.
The Executive endorsed the action of the Editor and Secretary
in this regard. It was decided that the Editor should include
in Instructions to Authors a statement that it is understood
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
