There was a motion for a onstitucional amend-

ment which was an agenda 1tem. The proposal was
to insert a Clause 4 (c) which read:"That a membe:
be granted a grade of membership of the Soclety K
as Fellowship. Such Fellowship shall pe open to
persons nominated and approved by the Executive |
who shall (a)have been a member of the Society for
2t least seven years, and (k)if, in the opinion of
the Executive, made a substantial and original
contribution to criminology.". (Francis/Biles)
That constitutional amendment was passed.

Mr W. Clifford of the Australian Institute of
Criminology addressed the Biennial General

Meeting on the relationships between crimino-
logical societies in Australia and between the
various institutes of criminology which exist.

After some discussion 1t was agreed, without
formality to refer the need for co-ordination
£o the new Executive for rheir consideration.
