MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Three amendments were noted and it was agreed that they be
corrected before being placed in the Minute Book.

ANZAAS IN QUEENSLAND

Dr Loiskandl addressed the Executive on the plans in hand for
the Criminology Section of ANZAAS to be held in Oueensland in

May 1981. He announced that Mr Justice Kirby had agreed to be

President of the Section, that he was the Chairman, Mr Matt
Foley was Section Secretary and that Dr D. Koepping and
Professor B. Rigsby were members of the Section Organizing
Committee.

Discussion about the Section produced the following points -

(i) It was felt that a Jjoint session with Anthropology
should be arranged; with a prospect of inviting
Aborigines to present their views on 'Aboriginal
people, land rights and the law'.

(ii) It was agreed that there be an open invitation for
papers for the Criminology Section. It was noted
that the programme had to be formalized by the end
of July 1980, so that it could be printed by
November.

It was further agreed that the Section Chairman would
use his initiative to fill out gaps in the programme
by addressing an invitation to those with expertise
in appropriate areas.

(11i) There was some discussion of the scheduling of the
programme. It was noted that the SAANZ Conference
which was to have been held in tandem with ANZAAS
would now be holding its conference in New Zealand
in December.
