The Treasurer circulated the attached unaudited financial statement explaining
that Butterworths had agreed to return a considerable overpayment but that

that was still outstanding giving an incorrect view of the Society's financial
situation. It was agreed that the Treasurer would take appropriate action

o produce audited accounts. To this end she asked for Mr Frank Leverton

o be avpointed Honorary Auditor as he was more conveniently placed for the
urer to contact. It was so agreed andan Honorarium of $75 was agreed upon
Mr Leverton.

A letter dated 2 December had heen received from Butterworths proposing an
increase in members subscriptions to the Journal from $30 to $32; the local
ubscribers rate to rise from $32 to $42, and overseas subscribers to pay $48
nstead of $44.
